Board elections - Wednesday, October 26

tober 26. Trustees will be elected for a four-year term (2016-
2020). Prairie Spirit has 12 Trustees representing voters and
ratepayers across the school division. The Board meets regu-
larly to oversee and govern the work of the school division. In
addition, the Board actively advocates to local and provincial
levels of government on behalf of the school division.

Nominations for the upcoming elections closed on Wednes-
day, September 21.

There will be
elections in Subdivisions 1 and 2, while the candidates in the
remaining Subdivisions have been acclaimed.

Because no nominations were filed for Subdivision 11
(Muskeg Lake) by the nomination deadline, a second call for
nominations will be open until Wednesday, October 5.

Preventative Maintenance and Renewal plan approved

The Board approved the school division’s three-year Preven-
tative Maintenance and Renewal (PMR) plan at its meeting on
June 6. The Ministry requires this plan to be approved each
year by the Board of Education.

Each school division’s PMR budget is announced annually as
part of the provincial budget. The allocation is based solely on
the square footage of the buildings in the school division.

Although the school division plan lists over $50 million in
needed maintenance projects, Prairie Spirit’s PMR budget for
2016/17 is $1.7 million. Projects that exceed this budget must
be approved by the Ministry of Education.

Aberdeen Composite presentation to Board

Donna Duriez and Deane Martin-Gray, Aberdeen Composite
School administrators, presented a report to the Board during
the June 6 meeting. They highlighted the school’s garden in
an inner courtyard which has become an outdoor classroom.
